Camp Dunamis’ Visitation Policy

Camp Dunamis works very hard each year to partner with God in making camp be a place where kids meet Christ and grow in their relationship with God.  We do that by praying over every part of camp, choosing our staff with much care and prayer, and planning each activity carefully and intentionally.  Although we love to have visitors, we also realize the vital importance of making sure that all visitors add to and do not disrupt the mission of camp.  Consequently, we have adopted the following visitation policy.

1. All visits (except on the first or last day of camp) must be pre-approved by Denise Tamminga, Executive Director, and/or the team of directors.

2. Due to liability issues, visitors under 18 will not be allowed without a parent or legal guardian.  

3. All visitors will be expected to be engaged in and/or encouraging to the activities of camp.  In no way should a visitor be a distraction to any camper or staff or the activities of camp.

4. All visitors must pay for their visit, unless other arrangements have been made. 



For day visits: $5 per day (except on the first or last day of camp) plus $7 per meal.  



For overnight visits: $34 per 24 hour time period, meals included.

Just as we expect our staff to spend time in spiritual preparation before coming to camp, we expect our visitors to do the same.  Prior to your visit, please spend time praying for yourself and for your own spiritual preparedness, for camp, for your own reasons for being there, and for ministry opportunities that God might have for you when you are at camp.

For the safety of our campers, we run background checks on all our staff.  For the same reason, we reserve the right to run background checks on all visitors.

For the safety of our visitors, please plan your visit so you will not be driving up or down the mountain in the dark.
